DAY 2 Thursday 18th August 2011  LONDON (or Paris) / HELSINKI Finland 
 

Arrival at London Heathrow airport. Customs formalities. Lunch not included for the group 
regarding the landing time. Flight London / Helsinki. Snack served on board. Arrival at Helsinki 
Vantaa airport. Luggage pick-up. Meeting with your team guide. Transfer by coach to the meeting 
spot with the host families. Welcome by the host families. Transfer to the city center and check-in 
at the hotel for parents. Dinner and accommodation in host families for players. Dinner included 
and overnight accommodation at the hotel for parents. 
 
 
 

DAY 3 Friday 19th August 2011  HELSINKI 
 

Breakfast in host families for players and at the hotel for parents. 
Guided city tour of Helsinki by coach (English speaking): this tour 
will show you the main places of the Finish capital such as: Senate 
place, the Parliament, Temppeliaukio Church, the Ouspenski Cathedral, 
the Olympic Stadium, etc. Lunch included for the group in a local 
specialties restaurant. Departure from Market Place and transfer by 

shuttle-boat to Suomenlinna Island (15 min). Visit of the Museum of 
Suomenlinna. This fortress-island shows the strategic position of the 
city against the powerful Russia. This unique military architecture in 
Europe is word known patrimony of Unesco. Way back to Helsinki.  
Exhibition games at the end of the day. Dinner and overnight 
accommodation in host families for the players. Dinner not included and 
overnight accommodation at the hotel for parents 
 
 

DAY 4 Saturday 20th August 2011  HELSINKI / ST PETERSBURG Russia 
 

Breakfast in host families for players and at the hotel for 
parents. Exhibition games or training with a local 
trainer . Transfer back to the hotel for check out. Lunch 
not included and spare time for the group in Helsinki.

Overnight crossing of the Baltic Sea to St 
Petersburg. Accommodation on board for the group. Jet lag 
of one hour.

Breakfast on board for the group. Arrival of the cruise ship in the harbor of St Petersburg, one of the most historical cities 
of Russia. Transfer by coach to the city center. Guided city tour of St Petersburg by coach (English speaking): This tour 
will show you the largest city of and former capital of Russia. This is not a very old town but this is probably the one that had 
the more History in such a short time of living. The city is world known patrimony of Unesco. You may have heard about it 
as Petrograd or Leningrad. It is also called the Tsars City. Lunch not included for the group and spare time in the city. 
Welcome by the organization of the tournament. Check-in at the hotel for the group. Dinner not included and 
accommodation at the hotel.

Breakfast at the hotel for the group. Check-out. Transfer by coach to St Petersburg Pulkovo airport. Check-in for your 
departure flight. Flight St Petersburg / London. Snack served on board. Arrival to London Heathrow airport. Lunch not 
included for the group. Flight London / Montreal. Meal and snack served on board. Arrival to Montreal Trudeau airport. 
Luggage pick-up.

GENERAL INFORMATION 
 

Coach rules: The Finish and Russian coach regulation is very strict (many controls, limited speed and driving hours...). 
Drivers are not allowed to overpass 9 hours of driving per day (including break times) in a range of 12 hours per day. In any 
case, our program we will have to follow the local regulation. 
 

Free Meals in the program: Allow 10 to 20 Euro per lunch and 20 to 35 euro per dinner (without beverage). 
 

Jet-Lag: There is a ten hours jet-lag between Finland and California and 11 hours with St Petersburg. It’s 9.00 am in L.A. 
while it’s 7.00 pm in Helsinki and 8.00 pm in St Petersburg.  
 

Hotel: The European hotel rooms are less spacious than in North American hotels! They can welcome 3 people (2 adults and 
a child). For families, we will provide you 2 or 3 side by side rooms. 
 

Visits: According to your choice and to the possibilities, we can change some visits of this program but at least 3 months 
prior to departure !

Should a customer cancel a reservation, cancellation charges will apply in accordance with the following:
